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Day 1 - Your flight departs from California for Washington, DC. After claiming your baggage, you will board a
motorcoach and depart for the Museum of the Bible.

Day 3 - After breakfast, meet your guide at the Pentagon City Metro and depart for Cedar Hill to visit the Frederick
Douglass National Historic Site which is dedicated to preserving the legacy of the most famous 19th
century African-American; learn about his efforts to abolish slavery and his struggle for rights for all oppressed
people. You will also enjoy a 17-minute film,Fi ght er f cand the vaecrasiexhibits. Stop at Lincoln Park
to see the Emancipation Proclamation Statue and the Mary McLeod Bethune Statue. Enjoy lunch on your own
at Union Station, then continue with your African American Heritage Tour of the Shaw Neighborhood. Drive by
the Martin Luther King Jr. Memorial Library, Freedom Plaza, and the Willard Hotel Then, visit the African-
American Civil War Museum & Memorial which honor the African-Americans' heroic struggle for freedom
and civil rights. Then, continue your driving tour past Howard University, Ben's Chili Bowl, Lincoln Theatre,
Bohemian Gardens, Metropolitan AME Church, and the White House. After the tour, stop for a photo
opportunity of the White House. Then, stop at the Martin Luther King, Jr. Memorial Library. Afterwards
you will visit the Mary McLeod Bethune House. Continue with visits to the Vietham Veterans Memorial, the
Lincoln Memorial, and the Korean War Veterans Memorial. Dinner has been arranged for you in
Washington. Your day will end with a tour of the illuminated monuments (Marine Corps Memorial, Air Force Me-
moerial, Washington Monument, and National World War Il Memorial) which light up our nation's capital at night.
After your day of touring, return to your hotel for a relaxing evening.

Day 4 - Following breakfast, return to the National Museum of African American History & Culture to visit the exhibits you
may have missed. Lunch is on your own at the Museum. Dinner has been arranged for you in Washington.
Return to your hotel for a leisurely evening.
